New cable does not have a cable stopper staked.

(@) Bend the cable so there is a radius of about 200 mm (7.87

(b) Pull the inner cable lightly until a slight resistance is felt,
and hold it.

(c) Stake the stopper so that the distance from the end of out-

er cable to the stopper is 0.8 — 1.5 mm (0.031 — 0.059 in.).
